1. Acceptance. By acceptance of this Order, Supplier agrees to be bound by, and comply with, all the terms and
conditions of this Order, Supplier's Code of Conduct, Supplier's Use of Al Technology, Contract, Non-Disclosure
Agreement, Data Protection Addendum and or Statement of Work (SOW) (each, a "Contract Supplement"), as applicable
and all specifications and other documents referred to in this Order. Performance of services and/or delivery of goods by
Supplier pursuant to this Order shall be deemed acceptance by Supplier of this Order. However, this Order does not
constitute an acceptance by Purchaser of any conflicting or additional terms contained in any offer to sell, quotation or
proposal from Supplier which would have the effect of reducing the rights or benefits of Purchaser contained in this
Order. Any such conflicting or additional terms are expressly rejected and shall in no way constitute a modification of any
of the terms and conditions of this Order. Any acknowledgement of this Order containing terms or conditions inconsistent
with or in addition to the terms and conditions of this Order shall not be binding upon Purchaser unless specifically
accepted by Purchaser, in writing, by its authorized representative.

2. Change Orders. Purchaser may at any time, in writing, make changes within the general scope of this Order or
applicable Contract or SOW. If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of any goods or services, or
the time required for the performance of any services or delivery of any goods hereunder, an equitable adjustment shall
be made in the price or delivery schedule or both, and this Order and/or or applicable Contract or SOW shall be modified
in writing accordingly. Any claim by Supplier for the adjustment under this clause must be asserted within thirty (30) days
after the date of receipt by Supplier of the notification of change. Any change in this Order shall be authorized only by a
duly executed Purchase Order Revision issued by Purchaser.

3. Indemnification. Supplier shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless Purchaser, its directors, officers, agents,
employees, shareholders, affiliates, customers, successors and assigns against any cost, loss, damage and/or liability,
including reasonable attorney fees and expenses, by reason of any and all claims and suits charging (i) personal injury, or
property or other damage, except to the extent that such injury or property damage is due solely and directly to
Purchaser's fault or negligence, (ii) actual or alleged misappropriation or infringement of any patent, copyright, trademark,
servicemark, trade secret or other intellectual property right, arising out of or related to the goods or services purchased
under this Order, or arising from any alleged or claimed defect in any goods or services hereunder, except that Supplier
shall not be liable for any misappropriation or infringement resulting solely from producing goods in strict accordance with
specifications of Purchaser; or (iii) violation of applicable laws, including but not limited to privacy laws and laws relating to
the use of generative Al. Any work first created by Supplier or its employees under this Order will be considered a "work
made for hire" and all rights in such work shall belong to Purchaser, unless such work does not qualify as "work made for
hire", in which event Supplier shall obtain and assign to Purchaser all property rights contained therein.

4. Insurance and Liability. If any service to be performed or goods to be delivered by Supplier under this Order and/or
applicable Contract or SOW requires the presence of Supplier, its agents, employees or subcontractors on the premises
of Purchaser or its customer(s), then Supplier shall take all necessary precautions to prevent the occurrence of any injury
to persons or property during such performance or delivery. Except to the extent that any such injury is due solely and
directly to Purchaser's fault or negligence, Supplier shall defend and indemnify Purchaser against all claims, expenses
and liabilities which may arise from or in connection with any act or omission of Supplier, its agents, employees, or
subcontractors. Supplier shall maintain Workers Compensation, Employers Liability, Comprehensive General Liability,
Automobile Liability, Errors & Omissions Liability (and Cyber if required by Purchaser) insurance in such amounts as may
be required by Purchaser, but in no event less than the coverage maintained by other companies selling similar goods or
services sold by Supplier. Upon Purchaser's request, Supplier shall provide Purchaser with a certificate of insurance from
Supplier's insurer evidencing the applicable insurance coverage(s). Purchaser hereby waives, and shall require its
insurers to waive, subrogation against Purchaser under any applicable policy of insurance. Neither party shall be
responsible for or held liable to the other for indirect, special, consequential, or punitive damages, including, but not
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limited to, loss of profit, loss of investment, loss of product, or business interruption. Purchaser's liability under this Order
and/or applicable Contract or SOW shall be limited to the amount of fees/costs stated on the face of this Order.

5. Warranty. Supplier warrants that all goods delivered pursuant to this Order and/or applicable Contract or SOW shall be
of new manufacture, free from defects in design, materials, and workmanship, fit for the particular purpose for which they

are intended, and strictly in accordance with applicable specifications, drawings and other descriptions. Supplier warrants
that any services provided hereunder shall conform to the highest standard of care and practice appropriate to the nature

of the services rendered.

a. Artificial Intelligence Information Services: Supplier is required to inform Purchaser of its and its sub processors
proposed intent to use Al techniques and tools for the services it intends to provide to Purchaser. Purchaser shall provide
Processor approval in writing to use Al for the services involved. If approved by Purchaser to use Al, Supplier will warrant
upon delivery that it has applied quality control measures to assure the accuracy of the Al generated information it provides to
Purchaser, and that it shall not, in any way, restrict Purchaser's use of Supplier Al generated services provided under this
Order through any information use restrictions nor copyright. Supplier warrants that any Al generated work produced by
Supplier pursuant to this Order, or applicable Contract or SOW, shall be thoroughly evaluated through reasonable quality
control measures to ensure accuracy and data integrity of the Al output.

b. Defective Goods: In the event of any defect or failure to conform discovered by Purchaser within one (1) year
from the date of delivery (or other period of time specified in the applicable Contract or SOW, Purchaser may, at
its option, (i) reject and return such goods at Supplier's expense, (ii) require Supplier to replace/repair the
defective goods or to re-perform the defective services at no additional cost to Purchaser, or (iii) use the
defective goods and Supplier shall make an equitable adjustment in the purchase price. No warranty rights shall
be deemed to have been waived by Purchaser's acceptance of or payment for goods or services provided under
this Order. The rights reserved to Purchaser under this Order and/or applicable Contract or SOW shall be in
addition to any rights of Purchaser arising at common law or by virtue of otherwise applicable laws or
regulations. All goods provided by Supplier shall be free of liens and other encumbrances. Time is of the
essence in the performance of this Order and/or applicable Contract or SOW. Supplier shall adhere strictly to
Purchaser's delivery schedule specified in this Order.

6. Cost. The cost of the goods and/or services is the price stated in the Order. Unless otherwise specified in the Order,
the cost includes all packaging, transportation costs to the delivery location, insurance, customs duties, fees, and
applicable taxes, including, but not limited to, all sales, use or excise taxes. No increase in the cost is effective, whether
due to increased material, labor, or transportation costs or otherwise, without the Purchaser's prior written consent.
Unless otherwise stipulated on the face of this Order, all goods shall be shipped FOB Supplier's facility. All packages,
invoices, correspondence, and shipping documentation must bear the Order number shown on the face of this Order.
Purchaser reserves the right to reject any invoice or delivery that does not bear such Order number. No shipping charges
of any kind shall be allowed unless specifically agreed by Purchaser in writing in this Order. Supplier warrants that the
prices for the goods or services sold to Purchaser under this Order are not less favorable than those currently extended to
any other customer for the same or like goods or services in similar quantities.

7. Cancellation. Purchaser reserves the right to reschedule, cancel or change quantity(ies) as well as to make other
changes to this Order or applicable Contract or SOW prior to the specified shipping date by notice to Supplier, and the
extent of any compensation or reimbursement shall be negotiated between the parties. However, nothing contained in
this clause shall abrogate or limit the other rights of Purchaser to cancel or cover as set forth herein and under applicable
law.

8. Relationship of the Parties. The relationship of the parties shall at all times be one of independent contractor, and
neither party shall have the right or authority to assume or create any obligation on behalf of or in the name of the other or
to otherwise act on behalf of the other. Supplier shall not assign, subcontract, or delegate any of its obligations under this
Order or applicable Contract or SOW without Purchaser's prior written approval. Supplier shall remain primarily
responsible for the performance of any such approved subcontractors and Supplier's employees at all times. Supplier
acknowledges that time is of the essence in the performance of this Order and agrees to adhere strictly to Purchaser's
delivery schedule specified in this Order or applicable Contract Supplement. If any service to be performed or goods to
be delivered by Supplier under this Order and/or applicable Contract or SOW require the Supplier or its subcontractors to
use Purchaser information technology (IT) systems, Supplier personnel shall take up to three (3) hours of security, privacy
and technical training provided by Purchaser upon Purchaser request. Supplier agrees to follow all IT acceptable use
policies and standards of Purchaser.

9. Governing Laws. This Order and applicable Contract or SOW shall be governed by the laws of the jurisdiction where
the Purchaser is located as indicated in the address set forth on the face of this Order (excluding its principles of conflict
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of laws) and all disputes shall be resolved in Province, State or Federal courts located therein. Unless exempt by law,
Supplier shall perform this Order in full compliance with all applicable federal, provincial, and state laws and regulations
applicable to persons or entities who do business with government contractors (For the US Only: including but not limited
to Executive Orders11246, 11458, 11625, 11701, 11758 and 12800). Supplier warrants it has and shall maintain in effect
all the licenses, permissions, authorizations, consents and permits that it needs to carry out its obligations under the
Order. Upon request, Supplier shall furnish Purchaser with such certificate(s) or other evidence of compliance as may be
requested by Purchaser. The UN Convention for the International Sale of Goods is expressly excluded from this Order
and any applicable Contract or SOW.

10. Term/Termination. This Order shall continue in full force and effect until all Services are completed. Notwithstanding,
Purchaser may terminate this Order at any time upon thirty (30) days written notice to Supplier, or immediately if Supplier
(i) breaches the terms of this Order (or applicable Contract or SOW) and fails to cure with 15 days' of Purchaser's notice,
(ii) ceases to conduct its operations in the normal course of business, (iii) ceases to meet its obligations as they mature, or
if any voluntary or involuntary proceeding under bankruptcy or insolvency laws is brought by or against Supplier, or (iv) a
receiver is appointed or applied for or an assignment for the benefit of creditors is made by Supplier, without liability
except for goods or services previously accepted by Purchaser in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Order
or applicable Contract or SOW. Supplier shall not be entitled to any other compensation or damages from Purchaser.
The provisions of Sections 3, 4, 5, 8, 9, 11, 12, 14, 15, 16 and 17 shall survive termination of this Order.

11. Non-Resident Withholding (NRWH). Please be advised if the person/entity referenced on this Order as the Supplier
is not domiciled in the country or jurisdiction in which this Order is issued as reflected in the Purchaser's address set forth
on the face of this Order, Supplier will be subject to NRWH as assessed by the applicable governing tax authority. In no
event shall Purchaser have any responsibility for taxes imposed on Supplier's income by any taxing authority. Supplier
shall indemnify and hold harmless the Purchaser and its Affiliates from any tax liability associated with Supplier's income
earned under this Order.

12. Invoicing. Supplier shall issue an invoice to Purchaser in accordance with the terms of this Order. Supplier shall use
Purchaser's Supplier Portal when conducting business with Purchaser unless an exemption is granted by Purchaser's
Procurement Department. Unless otherwise indicated in this Order, payment terms indicated in this Order are net 45
days from Purchaser's receipt of the Supplier submission of their invoice via the Supplier Portal electronically. Payment
terms for Supplier invoices not submitted in this manner could result in payment delays. Payments will be issued in the
currency stated on the face of this Order. In the event of a payment dispute, Purchaser shall deliver a written statement to
Supplier within 30 days prior to the date payment is due listing all disputed items in reasonable detail. Undisputed
amounts will be paid within the period set forth in this Order. The parties shall seek to resolve all such disputes
expeditiously and in good faith. Supplier shall continue performing its obligations under this Order notwithstanding any
such dispute. Without prejudice to any other right or remedy it may have, Purchaser reserves the right to set off at any
time any amount owing to it by Supplier against any amount payable by Purchaser to Supplier. Invoices not submitted
within 120 days after the Services and/or Goods are completed will not be paid.

13. Confidential Information. All non-public, confidential or proprietary information of the Purchaser, including, but not
limited to, specifications, samples, patterns, designs, plans, drawings, documents, data, business operations, customer
lists, pricing, discounts or rebates, and government regulated information disclosed by Purchaser to Supplier, whether
disclosed orally or disclosed or accessed in written, electronic or other form or media, and whether or not marked,
designated or otherwise identified as "confidential,” or by a government classification, in connection with the Order is
confidential ("Confidential Information™), solely for Supplier's use in performing under this Order and may not be disclosed
or copied unless authorized by Purchaser in writing. Upon Purchaser's request, Supplier shall promptly return all
documents and other materials received from Purchaser. Purchaser shall be entitled to injunctive relief for any violation of
this Section. This Section shall not apply to information that is: (a) in the public domain; (b) known to the Supplier at the
time of disclosure; or (c) rightfully obtained by the Supplier on a non-confidential basis from a third party. Any Non-
disclosure Agreement entered into between Supplier and Purchaser separate from this Order shall take precedence over
this Section 13.

14. Data Privacy and Protection. This Order contains minimum personal data such as name, signature and contact
information that identifies or describes one or more individuals ("Personal Information") involved in the exchange of
business administration information. Purchaser (a privacy data controller) appoints Supplier as an authorized processor
for business administration information. This Order or any applicable Contract or SOW may be transferred to, stored, or
otherwise processed in or other countries that have privacy and data protection laws that differ from, or are not as
stringent as, those where this Order is executed or where the individual(s) resides. The Personal Information disclosed in
this Order and other documents referenced in this Order, will be used by Supplier and its approved sub-processors for the
purposes of administration and enforcement of this Order. Acceptance of this Order constitutes the representation by
each party hereto that if required by the privacy laws applicable to such individuals, the individuals identified have been
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notified of, and have consented to, the transfer, storage, and processing of such Personal Information, as described in this
Section. The parties agree to protect all Personal Information in accordance with applicable laws and to process said
business administration data solely on a need-to-know basis. If additional personal data categories need to be processed
for purposes of this Order, or privacy data of data subjects who are part of the services rendered information processing
to be delivered to Purchaser during the execution of the Order, the parties agree to enter into a Data Protection
Addendum.

a. Permitted Purposes and Restrictions: In no event shall Supplier (or its sub-processors) sell or receive in-kind value or
process Personal Information for its own purposes or those of any third party. Supplier shall process Personal Information as
a processor solely for the purposes described / permitted in this Order and any applicable Contract or SOW. Supplier is not
authorized to retain Personal Information beyond the period expressly agreed to in writing or as otherwise required by
applicable laws. Supplier warrants it has used quality control measures to preclude the input of Personal Information of any
data subject and Purchaser's Confidential Information (collectively "Data") in any Al generative system without the Purchaser'
s prior written consent, which shall include, at a minimum, the identification of categories of Data and data subjects
authorized for use, the Al system to be used, and any other limitations that the Purchaser deems appropriate.

b. Data Breach Notification: In the event of a data breach by Supplier or its sub-Supplier(s) (e.g., exposure,
exfiltration, ransomed, degradation) involving any Personal Information, and subject to applicable privacy laws,
the Supplier shall be responsible for notifying the Purchaser within 24 hours of discovery of the suspected or
actual breach. Supplier agrees to promptly mitigate the breach and actively assist Purchaser in promptly
mitigating the breach incident, including but not limited to, conducting an investigation to determine the cause
and effect of the breach for reporting purposes (as required by applicable Laws).

c. Compliance by Sub-Suppliers: Supplier shall notify its sub-suppliers (cascade to all next levels) of and
enforce any and all terms and conditions of this Order and applicable Contract Supplement.

15. Notices. All notices, requests, consents, claims, demands, waivers, and other communications ("Notices") hereunder
shall be in writing and sent to the parties at the addresses set forth on the face of this Order unless otherwise designated
by the parties in writing. Copies of Notices to Purchaser shall be sent to GPLegalNotices@gpstrategies.com.

16. Government Services Orders: To the extent this Order applies to Purchaser's contracts with any government
("Government"), Suppliers shall complete the Services in accordance with the specifications, reporting, confidentiality
requirements and information security classification regulations set forth in any Government contract, this Order or
applicable Contract Supplement. Any actual or threatened data breach of Supplier or its sub-processors, involving the
Government's security classification, privacy data, and/or classified and confidential/controlled unclassified information or
other data must be promptly reported (within 24 hours) by Supplier to the Purchaser.

17. Generative Al Use. To the extend generative Al tools are used by Supplier in supply goods and services to Purchaser
under this Order, Contract or SOW, Supplier agrees to be bound by Purchaser's Supplier s' Use of Al Technology
policies, as well as the terms and conditions of this Order governing the use of generative Al technology. Supplier shall,
at all times, abide by applicable laws and regulations related to the use of generative Al during the term of this Order.

18. Miscellaneous. This Order, together with any document incorporated herein by reference (including but not limited to
Purchaser's Supplier Code of Conduct, Purchaser's Supplier Use of Al Technology, and SOWSs), constitutes the entire
agreement between Purchaser and Supplier with respect to the subject matter hereof. These and other informational
documents are provided for Supplier inspection within the Supplier Portal or upon request. Neither party shall assign this
Order without the written consent of the other party, except that Purchaser may assign to any of its subsidiaries, parents,
or other affiliates ("Affiliates"). This Order may not be modified except in writing signed by the parties. Except for the
obligation to pay Supplier for accepted goods and services, neither party shall be liable for any delays or failure to perform
its obligations if such delay or failure is due to causes outside a party's reasonable control ("Delay Event"). If any of Delay
Event occurs, the date of performance shall be deferred for a period equal to the time lost by reason of such delay. The
affected party shall notify the other in writing of such Delay Event promptly. Nothing in this Order is intended to violate
any applicable law and, if any provision of this Order is determined to be invalid or unenforceable, such provision shall be
severed from this Order to the extent that it is invalid or unenforceable, and every other provision of this Order shall be
valid and enforceable to the fullest extent allowed by applicable law. The rights and remedies under this Order are
cumulative and are in addition to and not in substitution for any other rights and remedies available at law, in equity or
otherwise.
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
